I am writing in relation to the Housing Related Superannuation Measures and exposure draft legislation 
released for public comment on 21 July 2017.  
 
HIA has reviewed the three exposure draft Bills, being Treasury Laws Amendment (Reducing Pressure on 
Housing Affordability) Bill 2017, First Home Super Saver Tax Bill 2017 and Treasury Instruments Spring 
2017.  
 
The Bills appear to accurately address the proposed arrangements for both First Home Super Saver 
accounts and downsizer contributions to superannuation.
